David J. Vogl
Vice President and CEO, Neptune International, LTD

 Mr. David J. Vogl has been involved in management for over 38 years and has held positions of leadership and responsibility during all that time.  He has been responsible for departments of six to over 12,000 people and has been directly in charge of budgets approaching $600 million per year.

Following a short employment opportunity with Kett Engineering Company in Los Angeles, Mr. Vogl was employed as a Deputy Sheriff in Los Angeles from 1962 to 1965.  During the Viet Nam War Mr. Vogl entered the Air Force as a fighter pilot and held various important positions of leadership and command at the senior officer level.  After leaving the Air Force he was employed as a pilot for United Airlines and flew the B-747-400 throughout the Far East.

From 1975 to 1979 he was responsible for the primary actions in putting together the budget for a multi billion dollar organization.  He made difficult choices about personnel and equipment and then supported those decisions to senior management.  The proof of his efforts were that the 500 plus page document was accepted and implemented throughout the organization for the next five years.

While managing a recreation facility complex consisting of two golf courses, a gym, a pizza and bowling alley,  sports complexes, restaurants, hotels and hobby shops, Mr. Vogl was able to turn around an $800,000 loss into a $1.2 million dollar profit in only three years.  His emphasis on customer care and support combined with excellent planning and execution was the key, and he set up an elaborate feedback program to insure his customers were getting superb service.  His results were self evident to both his customers and his accountants.

An expert with computers, Mr. Vogl wrote complex programs for the control of people and equipment that greatly improved the accountability and scheduling of highly expensive and important assets.  This cost saving programming was unique for the early 1980’s and established his expertise in the computer field that continues today for a senior level manager.

Mr. Vogl has used his extensive military background to put together a first class team of employees to both operate and insure the security of Neptune.  He has also devised the security system, traffic control (both sea and air), transportation rotation system, and the organizational chart to set the standard for command and control of the Neptune ship. 

During his Air Force service Mr. Vogl flew 500 hours of enemy combat in fighter aircraft.  Among his awards and decorations he holds two Legion of Merit Awards, the Distinguished Flying Cross and twelve Air Medals.  He has earned three masters degrees in management and enjoys playing the classical guitar, photography, bicycling and weight-lifting.  He has been together with his wife since eighth grade and they have three children and seven grandchildren.
